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The purposes of the research were: ( 1) to construct instructional media for the development of
primary school students’ discipline and then test the efficiency ( 2) to compare the learning achievement
before and after using the instructional media and (3 ) to study the students’ opinions towards the
instructional media

The sample consisted of sixth grade students’ of Joseph Upatham School, Nakhonpathom
province during the academic ycar 2002. The duration of the experiment covered four wecks, once a
week for three periods and twenty minutes for each period. The total numbers are twelve periods.

The instruments employed were an interview form, a questionnaire , instructional media for
development of students’ discipline, the lesson plan and pre — post tests. The data were analyzed by
percentage, mean , standard deviation, t-test dependent and content analysis.

The results of the study were:

1. The average scores of the instructional media were 81.95/83.33 percent. This means that
the instructional media were highly effeciency at 80 /80

2. There were significant differences in the effect on learning before and after using the
instructional media on the development of primary school students at level 0.001 . The effectiveness
after using the material was X = 23.20 ,S.D=1.87 It was higher than before using the materials

3. The students’ opinions towards the materials were good ( X =4.05 ,S.D=0.82)
