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This Research study aims to find out rules regarding logistics System in the case of Cross-Border and Trade
‘betwéen Thailand and China and to suggest strategies in appliance with the related regulations in order to enhance the
logistics potential in support to the agreements of Free Trade Asian-China in the future. The scope of this study consists of
international trade law and regulations related to logistics of China, Myanmar and the Lao PDR as well as GMS Cross
Border Transport Agreement (CBTA).

The research findings indicate that international trade law and other related measures of China have been revised
within the framework of the agreement between China and World Trade Organization. China’s protocols include tax
measure, non-tariff-barrier, hygiene measure, technical measure, and tax quota measure. Details vary in each Province
resulting in problems and obstacles to Cross-Border trade from Thailand to China since the protocols are complicated.
Goods are damaged, particuiarly vegetable and fruit goods. The law of Cross-Border Trade between Myanmar and the
Lao PDR involves fewer requirements. Cross- Border forbidden goods have different requirements in each country. When
road transport linking China with Thailand through Myanmar and the Lao PDR was completely constructed, CBTA was
made with the approval of all 6 member countries including Cambodia, Myanmar, the Lao PDR, Vietnam, Thailand and
China. The meetings have been gradually held since 2004 to address detail of agreements such as cross-border protocol
facilitation, the facilitation for transport of goods, and cooperative arrangements to facilitate land transport. Each country
has adopted this agreement on the piloting basis. All countries in the region have taken steps bilaterally and multilate_rally
with the aim to completely implement in 2010. It is expected that CBTA will facilitate trading and enhance logistics.

Thailand should adopt its strategies to improve trading protocols and should aim to reduce time and cost of
entrepreneurs engaging in import and export business by covering these 4 aspects: 1) clarify cross-border goods 2) amend
tariff rate related to import and export goods and there should be bilateral negotiation between Thailand and Yunnan
Province in addition to FTA 3) provide directly responsible units to coordinate and promote the concrete amendment or
revision to different regulations and 4) promote the circulation of information and agreements in different levels to related

authorities both in government sector and private sector.
