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The purpose of this study was to compare Mathayom Suksa il students’ English reading
comprehension and motivation through the instructional methods based on KWL-PLUS and the method
Jescribed in the teacher's manual.

The samples which were used in this study were 72 Mathayom Suksa Ill students in the first
semester of the 2002 academic year al Wattalabuk School, Nakon Pathom The samples were
andomly selected and divided into an experimental and a control group with an equivalent number of
3% sludents in each. Both groups were taught twenty lessons within fifty minute each. The randomly
Jnosen Pretest-postiest design was used in the expenmen:

The instruments  constructed included an English reading comprehension test and a
Totvation test. The ANCOVA was used to analyzed the aata.

The results of the study indicated that :

1. The English reading comprehension between the experimenta: group and the control
group was significantly different at the 0.05 level. The experimental group's score was higher than the
zontrol group ‘s.

2. The English reading motivation between the experimental group and the control group
