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The purpose of this research was to study the pattern and character of
alcohol use among pharmacy students. The study sample was 203 pharmacy students
of the academic year 2003. The Structured questionnaires were self-administered
'The data obtained was analysed using frequency and percentage. The hypothesis
was tested by chi-square test.

The results of the study revealed that 76.4% of the students use alcohol
currently. The majority of them drank in small amount. They reported their first use
when studying in high school 41.9% and university level 38.7%. During the past 30
days, they drank alcohol 41.3%. Within the last year they drank alcohol 68.2%. The
important reasons for using alcohol were part of the crowd, enjoy the feeling,other will
approve, enjoy taste, and relief of stress. The important experience after using
alcohol were nausea and hangover.

The fifth year students drank alcohol more than the fourth year statistically
significant level of .05. The frequency of alcohol drinking’ among male higher than
female statistically significant level of .05

The data indicated that majority started drinking since high school and
university level. So surveilence alcoho! use may focus among high school level

including the first year students.
