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The objectives of this research were to study the levels of the social capital,
factors affecting the levels of social capital in gender, age, education, occupation, income,
Period ofsettlement, number of relatives, people involvement, and suggested the use of social
capital in community development. The samples were of 80 householders who were the
residents in BanLawa Moo 7 Tambon Watphleng, Amphoe Watphleng Ratchaburi Province.
The data were collected by using a constructed questionnaire, and analyzed by using
frequency, percentage and mean as descriptive statistics, using one way ANOVA to test
hypotheses and using Multiple Linear Regression for constructing model of relationships
between independent and dependent variables. Results of the study were briefly presented
below.

1. Overall, the social capital of BanLawa was high and each aspect of social
capital were in “high level”.

2. Age, education, and people involvement significantly affected the levels of
social capital at a = 0.05. The others such as gender, occupation, income, period of
settlement, number of relatives did not affect the levels of social capital.

3. Since the problem on social capital found in BanLawa was mainly on social
network. Therefore, the best recommendation for increasing social capital was that the
government and the local administration organizations should support the community radio
laboratory center to use it as a channel to convey the local people making social network.
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
