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Abstract
This investigation was aimed to study problems and needs for academic supports in
the basic educational schools under the Office of Nong Khai Educational Service Area 1.
The subjects were 21 administrators and 207 teachers. A set of questionnaires was administered
to collect data. The earned data were then analyzed to find percentage, arithmetic mean, and

standard deviation.

Findings :

The respondents perceived that The Office of Nong Khai Educational Service Area 1
having much problems on academic supports to schools ranking in order as follows — curriculum
development, innovative media and educational technology development, learning process
development, educational measurement and evaluation, and educational supervision. Whereas
learning resources development, coordination with other organization, and educational guidance
were at the moderate level.

Needs for supports of the schools were consecutively ranked as follows — curriculum
development, innovative media and educational technology development, learning process
development, educational measurement and evaluation, and research and educational quality

development.
