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The objectives of this research were: 1) to study learning achievement by
using knowledge management process integrating between reading skill and life skill,
and 2) to study the learning state by using knowledge management process integrating
between reading skill and life skill. The target group included 19 Pratomsuksa 6
Students of Ban-na-tieng School, Swang-dan-din District, Sakon Nakon Province,
under jurisdiction of Sakon Nakon Educational Service Area 2, during the second
semester of 2008 school year.

There were 4 kinds of instrument: 1) the instrument using for collecting data
inciuding the Lessons and Learning Management Plans, 2) the instrument using for-
studying the learning achievement by using knowledge management process
integrating between reading skill and life skill including The Assessment Form of
Students’ Learning Achievement Investigation, End Cycle Test, Learning
Achievement Test, and 3) the instrument using for studying the learning state by using
knowledge management process integrating between reading skill and life skill
including The Teachers’ Teaching Behavior Observation Form, The Students’
Learning Achievement Form, and The Assessment Form of Learning Management, 4)
instrument using for reflecting the findings in each cycle including: Teacher’s
Teaching Behavioral Observation Form, Student’s Learning Behavioral Observation
Form, and Knm;vledge Management Evaluation Form. The statistics using in this
study included the Mean, Standard Deviation, and Percentage.

The research findings found that:

1. For the students’ learning achievement by using knowledge management

process integrating between reading skill and life skill included average scores of
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learning achievement as 73.34/84.21% which were higher fhan the specified criterion
as 70/70. ‘

2. For the students’ learning state by using knowledge management process
7 integrating betWeen reading skill and life skill in using knowledge, thought, and moral
reasoning regarding to the characters” behavior from the read stories, could be
concluded as follows:

2.1 For reading comprehension stage, they were able to conclude the
main idea, apply knowledge from reading to writing their concept map, answér the
questions and discuss the read passage Lﬂuently and quickly with clear language.

2.2 For the stage of writing in analyzing behavior from the read
passage, it reflected that they reasonably improved their life skill.

2.3 For the stage of writing the approach in life plan, they were able to
write the list plan and provide appropriate reasons.

2.4 For the stage of presenting and sharing performance, they
appropriately presented their own performance and learned from their friends’

performances.
