The purposes of this research were 1) to study the third level (grade seven) students’
learning achievement in English language, and 2) to study cooperative working behavior of the
students using STAD Cooperative Learning Model. The target group consisted of eighteen grade
seven students inTraimitrpittaya School under the Chaiyaphum Office of Educational Zone Two,
Bantaen District, Chaiyaphum Province during the second semester of the 2004 academic year.
The study employed the quasi-experimental research procedure using only one group of students
in collecting data.

The tools used in the study consisted of 1) twenty lesson plans, 2) a leaming achievement

test, 3) quizzes, 4) a working-cooperation behavior observation form, and 5) a group-working
behavior observation form.

The collected learning achievement data were analyzed by means of computing
percentage and arithmetic mean for comparing with the prescribed 79% learning criterion, while
the data on cooperative working behavior were analyzed by means of interpreting and
categorizing the scores as levels of quality according to the criteria of assessment.

The findings showed that the students who received instruction through cooperative
learning model made a mean learning achievement score of 80.89% which was higher than the

prescribed criterion of 70%. Furthermore, over 80% of the students passed the prescribed
criterion, and the majority of the students demonstrated a “very good” level of cooperative
behavior in showing their responsibility for completing works that had been assigned to them.
They participated in activities regularly and displayed very well both roles of a leader and a
follower. They gave advice on work methods to their peers, participated in opinion-expression

sessions, and were very keen to do their work.
