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In this thesis, the researcher investigates factors determining the
quantity of employment in the Kingdom of Thailand (Thailand) in the period
between 1993 and 2007.

In carrying out this investigation, the researcher used relevant annual
secondary data from the period between 1993 and 2007. The data collected
were analyzed using an econometrics model so as to determine the coefficient
of variables.

Findings are as follows:

Factors affecting the quantity of employment were investment in the
country and the value of exports. These factorial variables were directly

correlated with the quantity of employment at a statistically significant level.

However, the mean wage rate did not exhibit statistical significance as
a factorial variable. This was because the legally prescribed minimum wage
rate showed little variation on a year-on-year basis. Therefore, the mean wage
rate was found not to be correlated with the quantity of employment.

In addition, the researcher determined that the economic crisis had little
bearing on employment. Between 1997 and 2000 Thailand was confronted
with a financial crisis which resulted in the devaluation of the baht and,
therefore, for total exports to be of higher value. As such, there was increasing
demand for_ the supply of labor. Consequently, the economic crisis did not

affect the overall quantity of labor in the country in the period of economic

Crisis.
