In this thesis through the application of qualitative research methods,
the researcher investigates (1) the concept of providing monetary assistance
for the support of political parties; (2) the management of the Political Party
Development Fund in accordance with the Organic Law Governing Political
Parties, B.E. 2541 (1998); and (3) problems in and obstacles to the management
of the Political Party Development Fund in the period between 1997 and 2007.

Findings are as follows:

1. Upon explication, it was found that the concept of providing monetary
assistance to political parties was intended to free Thai political parties from

the undue influence of groups or interests wielding large amounts of capital.

2. In regard to the management of the Political Party Development
Fund, the researcher determined that annual monetary assistance for projects
and planning dispensed to political parties was allocated in accordance with
the number of party members seating in the House of Representatives, the
number of party members as a whole, and the number of party branches.

3. Problems in and obstacles to this system of funding were rooted in
the fact that the Election Committee does not have a means of verifying and
evaluating the actual operations of political parties. This state of affairs has
the consequence that large political parties are allocated more funding than

smaller ones.
