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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to investigate the errors found in speaking and
writing The Thai language of the Fourth Year Chinese Students Majoring Thai Subject,
Yunan Institute, People’s Republic of China.

The research instrument was the works of The Thai language usage produced by
twenty — three Chinese students. They were divided in to two parts : one was 115 transeriptions
(each student spoke on five topics); the other was 184 writing works {each student spoke on eight
topics).

The results of this research revealed that in the speaking area,the Chinese students
had the errors in consonant pronunciation especially the final consonants the most, the
initial consonants, vowels and tones it was found that respectively. As for those in spoken
sentences, they did not have good speaking styles; moreover, they used the words in the
incorrect meaning and functions.

In the area of writing, the Chinese students had the errors in the initial consonants the
most, and the final ones consonants respectively. When writing the vowels to the long ones and
vice versa. In addition, the diphthongs were switched to single vowels. As for those in the writing
sentences it was discovered that they did not have good writing styles and used the words in the

incorrect meaning and function and unnecessarily. Beside, they did not add the prefixes to the '
words and put the word in the incorrect order as well.
