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In this quasi-experimental research investigation, the researcher
investigates the effects of a program of group counseling based on reality
theory on learning responsible behavior by second year vocational certificate
students of applied mathematics.
The sample population consisted of sixteen second year vocational

certificate students enrolled at Daruna Kanchanaburi Business Administration

School who were studying applied mathematics and who had average grades

lower than 2.00. The subjects were divided by drawing lots into two groups of
eight each. One group was designated the experimental group and the other
group was labeled the control group. The experimental group received group
counseling based on reality theory with the goal of increasing the capacity of
these students to learn responsible behaviors. This group underwent eight
group counseling sessions with each session being from forty-five to fifty
minutes in duration. On the other hand, students in the control group did not
receive group counseling.

Instruments of research were a test used to measure the learning of
responsible behavior in addition to a group counseling based on reality theory
program.

The data collected were analyzed by means of applications of the
Statistical Package for the Social Sciences (SPSS) computer program.

Findings are as follows:

1. After the experiment had been conducted, the researcher found that
the experimental group gave evidence of having learned to be more
responsible in behavior, inasmuch as the subjects evinced responsible
behavior at a higher level than prior to the experiment at the statistically
significant level of .05.

2. One week after experimentation had terminated, the experimental
group still showed they had learned responsible behavior, inasmuch as they
evinced responsible behaviors at a higher level than had the control group

prior to conducting the experiment at the statistically significant level of .05.

3. Three weeks after the experiment, the experimental group exhibited
no differences in regard to having learned responsible behavior in comparison

to one week after the experiment.
