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A Study of Summary Writing Ability in English and Self — directed Learning through

Abstract

The purpose of this research was to compare summay writing ability in English
and self — directed leamning before and after learing through Knowledge — based
writing activities. The target group was 18 English major students who enrolled in
Technology in Teaching English course (ED.SEC 451) in the second semester of the
academic year 2001, Department of Secondary Education, Faculty of Education, Chiang
Mai University, The summary writing ability in English test and the self — directed
learning questionnaire were administered before and after the 5 weeks of leaming
through Knowledge - based writing activities. Then the data were analyzed using
percentage, mean and standard deviation. The findings of the research were as
follows :

1. The students learned through Knowledge - based writing activities had
higher scores of summary writing ability in English than those of the pretest.

2. The students learned through Knowledge - based writing activities had

higher scores of self - directed learning than those of the pretest.
