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This independent study is conducted to look into the government’s efforts in developing
tourism in the Pang Ma-O village and to study the feasibility of agro-tourism management in the
same village. A qualitative research method is employed. Data was obtained from relevant
documents, a survey and non-participant observation in the field work, and an interview with the
head of the community, the local people and the local government officials involved with the
tourism tasks in the village.

It was found that the development scheme initiated by the government to improve the life
* quality of local people through the projects of One Tambon One Project (OTOP),Tourism Village,
and Sufficiency Economy Model Village was unsuccessful.

The result of the feasibility study indicated that up till the present time, the Pang Ma-O
village has not been able to provide agro-tourism service despite its potential and enabling
fundamental factors. The weaknesses lie in a lack of local interest in tourism, the discontinuation
of the government support resulting from the changes in the government policies in each
government and the relocation of the local officials responsible for the projects. If these main
detrimental factors are overcome, then Pang Ma-O would certainly become an agro-tourism

village.
