In this survey research , the researcher investigated and compared problems in project
teaching of science teachers at the high school level. The comparisons were made by reference to

differences in the teaching experiente, educational level, major and teaching level.

Based on the Krejcie and Morgan’s table and the stratified random sampling method, the
researcher selected a sample population of 313 teachers teaching in the academic year 2010 under the
Oﬁ'ice_'ot; Basic Education Cc;lnmission, Bangkok Metropolis from a total population of 1,673
teachers. To gather data, the researcher distributed copies of a questionnaire to .the me_:mbers of thé

“sample. A total of 313 (100.00 percent) copies were completed and returned to the researcher.

The dala.collectcd were subsequently analyzed by the researcher iising the Statistical Package
for the Social Scicr-wcs (SPSS) program for Windows. Using techniques of descriptive statistics, the
researqher analyzed the data in terms of percentage, mean and stapdard deviation. Moreover, the
techniques of z-test and one-way analysis of variance (ANOVA) were utilized by the researcher.
Additionally, when differences were found at the statistically significant level of .05, the researcher

made use of Scheffé’s method.
Findings ore as foliows:

1. The problems of project teaching of science teachers at the high school level under study
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were found to be at a moderate level in an overall picture. However, when considered in each aspect,

it was found that the aspect of finding funding sources was a problem at a high level.

2. Tn comparing the teachers under study who differed in work experience, it was found that
there were differences in probléms stemming from project teaching in an overall picture at the
statistically significant level of 0.05. Significant differences were found in the planning and

presentation aspects.

3. In comparing the teachers under investigation in regard to educational level, it was
determined that there were no concomitant differences in project teaching problems in an overall

picture and in each aspect.

4. When comparing these teachers by reference to differences in major, the researcher
ascertained that there were no differences found in respect to project teaching in an overall picture and

in each aspect.

5. In the case of teachers who differed in level at which they taught, there were differeﬂces
found in project teaching problems in an overall picture at the statistically significant level of 0.05.

When considered in each aspect, the aspects of planning, operaticn, and presentation were different at

the statistically significant level of 0.05. However, there were no differences found in other aspects.
