The purpose of this study was to investigate and corﬁpare the opinions on
self-study among the students of Department of Fundamental Education,
Faculty of Education, Ramkhamhaeng University. Three hundred and thirty-
three students were the sample, classified by their gender, year of study, and
place of residency. A questionnaire was used to assess the students’ opinion
on 11 dimensions including love and need for new learning, ability to choose
and use skills for learning, searching answer for self-directed learning,
responsibility in learning and how to reach the goal, self-discipline and how to
use knowledge, trying very hard for learning, have a good learning

environment, ability to initiate self-learning, abiiitiz to ask for learning needs,
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ability for self evaluation, an endurance for searching Enowledge, Five-level
Likert Sca_le was used to assess these dimensions. Data were analyzed by
SPSS for Windows. Statistical methods comprised mean, standard deviation, t-
test, and one-way analysis of variance with Scheffe’ multiple comparison test.

The results were as follows:

1. The students held a high level of theoverall opinion on self-study.
Focusing on their opinions of each dimension, it was revealed that the
students had a high level of opinions on ability to initiate selfélea:rning, love and
need for new learning, responsibility in learning and how to reach the goal, an
endurance for searching khoimlé‘dge, ability for'self_ evaluation, selfﬁdisc:ipli.ﬁe
and how to use know?edge; ab_ility.to ask for learning needs, ability to choose
‘-“.}and use skills for learning, have a g'o.od Iearnfng environment. Also, they held
a moderate level of their opinions o_n' tryi_hg very hard for learning, and
searching answer for self-directed Iearnihg. |

2. The comparative analysis of the students who were different in
gender, year of study, and piaoe of residency found that

2.1 Male and female students had no signif‘rcant difference in
their overall opinion, at .05. However, they had different opinions only on love
and need for new learning, and trying very hard for learning. They did not
differ in rest of the dimensions. |

2.2 Students of different places of residency did not significantly
: diffe'red in their overall opinion, at ,05. Nevertheless, they differed in initiative
abiiity. ability to choose and use skills for learning, searching answer for self-
directed learning, and trying very hard for learning, at .05. The rest of the

dimensions did not significantly differ.
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2.3 Students of different years of study wlere significantly
different in their overall opinion, at .05. Considering each dimension, those
who were in different years of study significantly differed in ability to choose
and use skills for learning, searching answer for self-directed learning, trying
very hard for learning, and have a good learning environment, at .05. The rest

of the dimensions did not significantly differ at .05.
