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The indcpendent study titled “A Feasibility Study on The Invesiment of The Private
Dommitory near Thammasat University Rangsit Center, Pathum Thani” was conducted to study
the feasibility on the investment of the private dormitory located near Thamasart University
Rangsit Centre Pathum Thani.

The feasibility was studicd in 3 aspects which were marketing feasibility, technical
and management feasibility and financial feasibility. Data was collected from questionaires on
desired private dormitory near by Thamasart University Rangsit Centre, interview of 3 managers
of private dormitories adjacent tc the studied location as well as dccumentation irom 1elated
books, journals, articles, research and study reports, and relevant staiistics. Data collections werc
conducted during January —December 2003. Using theorical principies and prepared software
program to analyze data under hypothesis to accept project if internal rate of return exceed 12%.
The conclusions of the study were as follow:

The result of the marketing analysis showed that supply of dormitory was not
sufficient especially after completion of the relocation of all graduate student from Thaprachan to
Rangsit centre. Most of the respondent admitted that supply of private dormitory near the campus
was insufficient. Majority of respondents was female and result from questionaire showed that

73.55% of respondent who wants private dormitory .was female. They intended to aqquire room

size larger than 24 square metre which having furniture and room facilities including Air
conditioning, Refrigerator and Television. Besides, they also need other facilities ie., laundry,
guard and parking area. Hospitality of staff and fast service for room maintenance were also
major factors in decision making .

This feasibility study came out with a female dormitory with 3 sizes of room, 25
square meters at 3,800 baht per month, 32 square meters at 4,200 baht per month and 39 square
meters at 5,000 baht per month. All rooms are air-conditioned with refrigerator and television
for rent at 200 baht per piece per month. There is a laundry service and security guard 24 hours.

The rcsults of the technical and management analysis showed ﬂ\at the dormitory
would be located on 165 square wah space on Chiengrak Road, 100 meters from Thammasart
University, Rangsit Center entrance. The building has 5 floors, consisting of 40 rooms, an office,
a laundry room and a staff room. There would be 20 parking lots outside the building. According
to management analysis, the project used simple organization consisting of 1 manager, 1 maid
and 2 guards.

The result of financial analysis shcwed that the project required an investment of
14.2 million baht, which consists of 10.2 million baht capital and 4 millicu baht debt with 6%
interest rate. The payback period is 11 years and 4 months. The net present value equals to -
4,774,562 baht at 12% discount rate while the internal rate of return is 6.39%. Therefore the

hypothesis of the study on investment of private dormitory near Thamnmasart University Ransit

Center is not accepted.
