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The objective of this research is to study the academic promotions held at
Ramkhamhaeng University Central Library, aimed at introducing information resources
to enhance reading, by presenting knowledge and technology, which are varied
according to specific days, occasions, and important events, and by holding annual
Iibrarsf exhibitions, including special exhibitions. The researcher also performed a
contrastive analysis of the effect resulting from the samples’ exposure to thé academic
exhibitions with regard to cbgniti;/e domain (brain process); affective domain (emotionk
and feelings), and psychomotor domain (movement process). The sample group consists
of Central Library users—lecturers, civil servants or officials, undergraduate students,
graduate students, PhD students and others. The findings are as follows:

1. Considering the overall view of the academic promotions held at
Ramkhamhaeng University Central Library on the topic of introducing information
resources to enhance reading, the information resource selection to be introduced is, on
average, in the high level; when considering each item, the highest level is the formation
of good reading habits. Concerning the nature of the exh&bition, the average is in the high
level, whereas the item of colour dééign and beautiful and attractive art work is in the
highest level. As for the topic of the presentation of knowledge and technology for each
specific day, occasion, and important event as a whole, the average is in the high level,
while the highest level is for the acknowledgement of useful information, accounts, and
events. Considering the nature of the presentation, the average is in the high level. As for
the topic on the annual exhibition and special exhibitions, the result of the exhibition is
in the high level, and the highest level is for the knowledge and experience gained from
variety of activities. Conﬁerning the knowledge, experience, concept and entertainment,
the highest average level is on the item of the presentation of information media, and
entertainment media. Concerning the nature Vof the exhibition, the average is in the high

level.
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2. The effect of the exposure concerning the cognitive domain is, on average, in
the high level. As for each item, the item with the highest level is to gain more
il;ﬂowlerdrge and und’erstanding academically; next, to be encouraged and feel ambitious
for creating something good; and the least, to get some concepts, guidance, theory and
suggestion for problem-solving.
3. The effect of the exposure concerning the affective domain is high, on average.
As for each item, the item at the highest level is to have more affection for réading, self-
studying, fo become more loyal to the nation and the monarch, and to have more pride in
maintaining national culture and custom; next, to feel, think, and act according to one’s
own responsibility; and the least, to find a good role model concerning sacrifice and
generosity for the public.

4. The effect of the exposure concerning the psychomotor domain is high,’ on
average. As for each item, the item with the highest average is to have better habit
formation concerning rules and discipline; next, to develop one’s personality; the least,
to gain insight for increasing one’s physical ability.

5. From the contrastive analysis of the exposure to the academic promotions held
at Ramkhamhaeng University Central Library, it was found that there 1s no statistical
significance regarding the cognitive domain, affective domain, and psychomotor domain

among the samples, when considering differences in gender, age, status, and workplace.
