"i"he purpose of this research is to study a feasibility on the investment of elderly nursing
home in San Kamphaeng District, Chiang Mai Province, in order to know the possibility of
investment.

The data were collected from both primary and secondary sources. The primary source
of data waé from 400 questionnaires answered by entrepreneurs, managers or deputy managers,
government officers including private sector officials at retired or near retire age in Meung
district, Chiang Mai Province. Using in-depth interview with 2 elderly care business settlemeﬁts,
2 officers from govemment. social assistant and 2 officers from Tourist of Organization of
Thailand. The secondary data were searched and collected from relevant documents,text books,
journals, printed matters, articles and other documents. All information was analyzed for the
investment possibility in marketing, technical, management and financial aspects.

It has been found from marketing analysis that the majority of respondents stated that
factors affecting their decision to use the assisted elderly-house service are good quality of life, no
offspring or relatives to take care, and do not want to be a burden to relatives. The size of the
house mostly preferred is 2 - 3 bedrooms on 50-100 squarewa. The locaiion
should be on Chiangmai-Sankampaeng new road and convenient for traveling. Moreover, the
ability to contact the project office after working hour is preferred.

The management analysis reveals that the asset needed to commence this business is
154,416,719.50 baht. The project will be on the area of 30 rais and total of 100 houses.

According to the financial analysis, this project can be paid back in 3.66 years. The
required rate of return is 15.19%, and when the net present value is calculated, the result is
positive. This shows that the rate of return from the project is higher than that of the expectation.
It has also been found that the internal rate of return is 21.03%

From these feasibility study result, it can be concluded that this Elderly Nursing Home

in San Kamphaeng Diétrict, Chiang Mai Province is acceptable for investment.
