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In this thesis, the researcher investigates (1) the levels of self-
development of selected vocational students who come under the Office of
Vocational Education Commission, Bangkok Metropolis. The researcher also
compares (2) the levels of self-development of the students under study as
classified by the demographicalb characteristics of gender, major, and
institutional size. Finally, the researcher canvasses (3) suggestions regarding
self-development provided by the students under study.

Using the stratified random sampling method, the researcher selected

a sample population consisting of 400 vocational students at the higher
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certificate level who were enrolled at fourteen institutions with a total research
population of 8,433 students. The instrument of research was a questionnaire
constructed by the researcher couched at the reliability level of 0.96.

Using techniques of descriptive statistics, the researcher analyzed the
data obtained in terms of percentage, mean and standard deviation. T-test and
one-way analysis of variance (ANOVA) were also empioyed for testing
purposes.

Findings are as follows:

1. The students under study evinced self-development in an overall
picture and in the aspects of knowledge and professional skills and morality
and ethics at a high level. However, the expression of self-development in
the aspect of general knowledge and abilities was at a moderate level.

2. The students under study who differed in the demographical
characteristic of gender exhibited concomitant differences in self-development
in the aspect of general knowledge and abilities at the statistically significant
level of .05. Overall, there were no differences found in the aspects of
professional knowledge and skills and morality and ethics.

3. The students under study who differed in the demographical
characteristic of major did not display concomitant differences in self-
development in an overall picture and in the aspects of general knowledge
and abilities, professional knowledge and skills, and morality and ethics.

4. The students under study who differed in the demographical

characteristic of institutional size did not exhibit parallel differences in self-
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development in an overall picture and in the aspects of | general knowledge and
abilities, professional knowledge and skills, and morality and ethics.

5.In régard to suggestions made by the students under investigation
concerning self-development in regard to the aspect of general knowledge and
abilities, the students would like to have constant access to modern
technology. They would like to have foreigners teaching language and
communication skills. They recommend that the content of study materials
should be strictly controlled. |

In the aspect of professional knowledge and skills, the students under
stiudy would like to have training in leadership. Emphasis should be on
combining actual practicum with training allowing for student initiative.
In the aspect of morality and ethics, students would like to learn how morality
can be applied to everyday life. Emphasis should fall on instilling in students
the need for harmony and having a good heart. Training should involve

activities centering on morality and ethics camps should be held on a regular

basis.
