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In this thesis, the researcher investigates (1) the self-learning behaviors
of undergraduate students at Bang Khen Campus, Kasetsart University. The
researcher also considers (2) the use of electronic media by the students undér
study. Finally, the researcher inquires into (3) the relationships between self-
learning behaviors and the use of electronics of these students.

Applying the Taro Yamane formula, the researcher selected a sample
population consisting of 400 undergraduate students at the Bang Khen
Campus, Kasetsart University at the reliability level of 95 percent and with a
margin of error of 5 percent. In selecting the sample population, the researcher
used the method of stratified random sampling so as to obtain proportional
representation of students from all thirteen faculties. The instrument of
research was a five-rating scale questionnaire constructed by the researcher
couched at the reliability level of 0.97.

Using techniques of descriptive statistics, the researcher arilalyzed the
data obtained in terms of mean and standard deviation. In addition, the
»researcher utilized the Pearson’s correlation coefficient technique for testing
purposes.

Findings are as follows:

1. The students under study engaged in self-learning behaviors at the
level of frequent performance.

2. The students under study utilized electronic media in an overall
picture and in each aspect e-learning, e-library, e-mail, e-searching and
e-communicating at the level of frequent performance.

3. The researcher also found that the self- learning behaviors of the
students under investigation were correlated with the use of electronic media
in e-communicating, e-library, e-mail, e-learning and e-searching at the

statistically significant level of 0.05.
