In this thesis, the researcher investigates factors affecting the value of
trade between the Kingdom of Thailand (Thailand) and the Commonwealth of
Australia (Australia) after the enactment of the Free Trade Agreement (FTA).

The researcher is concerned with the period after the FTA was enacted-
viz., the first quarter of 2005 to the fourth quarter of 2009. Accordingly, the
researcher analyzed quarterly secondary time series data from this period
through an application of the ordinary least squares (OLS) method. The data
analyzed concerned the value of Thai exports to Australia and the value of
Thai imports from Australia. In carrying out this analysis, the independent
variables isolated were the per capita incomes of Thailand and Australia, the

exchange rate, and the value of Thai-Australian trade in the previous quarter.
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Findings are as follows:

Factors affecting the value of Thai exports to Australia were the per
capita incomé of Australia, the exchange rate, and the value of Thai-
Australian trade in the previous quarter. It was thus found that these factors
were positively correlated with the trade value of Thai exports to Australia.
However, the exchange rate did not affect the trade value of Thai exports to
Australia.

~ Regarding factors affecting the value of Thai imports from Australia,
the researcher determined that the per capita income of Thailand, the
exchange rate and the value of Thai-Australian trade in the previous quarter
were positively correlated with the trade value of Thai imports from Australia.
However, the per capita income of Thailand did not bear an influence on the
trade value of Thai imports from Australia.

In studying the factors affecting the value of Thai exports to Australia
after the enactment of FTA, the researcher ascertained that the per capita
income of Australia, the exchange rate, and the value of Thai—Austreﬂian trade
in the previous quarter were positively correlated with the trade value of Thai
exports to Australia. However, the researcher also found that the exchange
rate was inversely correlated with the value of Thai exports to Australia and
so had no effects on the value of Thai-Australian trade after the enactment of
FTA.

In studying factors affecting the value of Thai imports from Australia

after the enactment of FTA-viz. per capita income in Thailand, the exchange
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“rate and the value of Thai-Australian trade in the previous quarter-the
Iesearcher found that the exchange rate and the value of Thai-Australian trade
inthe pfeVioﬁs quarter were positively correlated with the trade value of Thai
imports from Australia after the enactment of FTA. However, the per capita
‘income of Thailand did not affect the trade value of Thai imports from
‘Australia after the enactment of FTA, a finding that was incongruent with the

set hypothesis postulated for this inquiry.
