In this thesis entitled “Economic Interdependence Between ASEAN
and Sub-Saharan Africa,” the researcher investigates (1) the economic
interdependence between the Association of Southeast Asian Nations
(ASEAN) and Sub-Saharan Africa. In addition, the researcher considers
(2) the problems in and obstacles to trade between ASEAN and Sub-Saharan
Africa in addition to taking account of (3) the future potentialities of |
economic relations in trade and investment between the Kingdom of Thailand
(Thailand) and the Sub-Saharan African region.

Findings are as follows:

ASEAN and Sub-Saharan Africa exhibited a very low level of
economic interdependence in view of the fact that trade between the regions
accounted for only one percent of all ASEAN trade. However, in the last five
years between 2005 and 2008, the rate of expansion of trade between ASEAN
and Sub-Saharaﬁ Africa continuously increased.

Findings also indicate that economic interdependence between the two
regions is “asymmetric” or “unequal.” It can be said that the Sub-Saharan
African region exhibited dependence on ASEAN at a higher level than was
the case for the reverse. In respect to ASEAN imports from this region,
ASEAN depended on raw material products, fuel and minerals. On the other
hand, the Sub-Saharan African region depended on ASEAN consumer
products, especially rice and processed and frozen seafood products.

In regard to investment, ASEAN invested in the Sub-Saharan African
region in respect to large-size businesses such as the oil and natural gas
industry and in small- and medium-sized businesses such as the food and
textile industries.

The ASEAN country investing in the Sub-Saharan African region at
the highest level was Malaysia. As such, Malaysian investments accounted for

50 percent of all ASEAN investment in the region.
