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In this thesis, the researcher investigates (1) the characteristics of the
Thai language subject, instruction and study management, and parental
expectations of academic achievement in the learning of Thai. The researcher
also inquires into (2) the relationships between the characteristics of the Thai
language subject, instruction and study management, parental expectations,

and academic achievement in the learning of Thai. Finally, the researcher

ffames'(r?&) a predictive equation for academic achievement in Thai language
éfudy'using the factorial variables of the Thai language subject, instruction
and study management, and parental expectations as predictors.

Using the stratified random sampling method, the researcher selected a
sﬁmple population of 220 students of both genders studying at the middle
school level in the academic year 2009-2010 at Ekamai International School,
Bangkok Metropolis from a research population of a total of 300 students.

The instrument of research used in collecting data fof subsequent
analysis was a set of five-rating scale questionnaires concerning the
characteristics of the Thai language subject, instruction and study
management, and parental expectations. The level of reliability of the whole
set of questionnaires was 0.90. The levels of reliability of each questionnaire
was 0.78, 0.72, and 0.84, respectively.

Using techniques of descriptive statistics, the researcher analyzed the
data obtained in terms of percentage, mean and standard deviation. Pearson’s
product moment correlation coefficient was used to analyzé the relationships
between factors. The predictive equation was framed through an application
of the technique of multiple regression analysis.

Findings are as follows:

1. The Thai studénts under study displayed a high level of opinion
regarding parental expectations in respect to the Thai language subject.

Opinions concerning the characteristics of the Thai language subject and the
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_instruction and study of the Thai language subject were evinced at a moderate
level.

2 The characteristics of the Thai language subject, instruction and
study management, and parental expectations toward the Thai language

subject were factors found to be positively correlated with academic
achievement in the Thai language subject at the statistically sigm:ﬁcant level
of .01. The correlation coefficients were determined to be 0.662, 0.687, and
0.656, respectively.

3. The characteristics of the Thai language subject, instruction and
study management, and parental expectations were factors found to be
predictive of academic achievement in the Thai language subject. The
predictive power was equal to 60.80 percent with a margin of error equal to
2.437. The predictive equation for academic achievement in the Thai language
subject can accordingly be framed in the forms of raw and standard scores as
follows:
