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In this thesis, the researcher delineates (1) the demographical charac-
teris tics of selected users of subscription television in Béngkok Metropolis. In
addition, the researcher examines (2) the exposure behaviors of the users under
study. Finally, the researcher inquires into (3) the patterns used to prevent
certain kinds of exposure from irresponsible service providers.

The sample population consisted of 400 users of subscription television
who were twenty years of age or older and who were domiciled in Bangkok
Metropolis. The instrument of research was a questionnaire.

Techniques of descriptive statistics used in data analysis were frequ-
ency, percentage, mean and standard deviation. In addition, the techniques

of t test and one-way analysis of variance (ANOVA) were employed.
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The method of least significant difference (LSD) was used in cases in which
differences were found at a statistically significant level.

Findings are as follows:

1. Of the sample population of subscription television users, there were
299 males and 101 females between the ages of twenty and thirty who were
unmarried holders of a bachelor’s degree and with a monthly inc;)me between
10,000 and 20,000 baht. They are Buddhists who hold student status.

2. The users under study used cable TV service because it offered
programs in which they were interested. They had been using this service for
more than nine months. They had an exposure on average of three times daily.
The period of exposure was at 21:00 hours. The length of exposure was for
approximately four to six hours. The type of media exposed to each time was
entertainment media. However, they exhibited a desire for improvements in
the programs, especially being desirous of what would be new and strange.
They were mostly exposed to pornography through websites on an average of
one to two times weekly for a period of from ten to fifteen minutes each time.
Thus, the channel of exposure to pornography was the Internet.

3. The researcher found that this exposure to pornography through
services provided by irresponsible service providers was looked upon askance
by the subjects under investigation. They were of the opinion that Thailand
was not ready to offer the service of pornography through subscription
television. Most members of the general public do not agree with offering such

services.
