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- The research objectives were to study 1) the state of parents’ child
rearing, emotional, and learning habits of the lower and higher. secondary
level students of Ramkhamhaeng University Demonstration School, 2) the
influence of parents’ child rearing, emotional quotient, and learning habits on
Ramkhamhaeng University Demonstration School students’ achievement.

The research sample consisted of 600 lower and higher secondary level
students of Ramkhamhaeng University Demonstration School. The
questionnaire surveying the general condition, the instruments measuring
paren;s’ child rearing and emotional quotient, including the instrument
surveying the learning habits were utilized to collect data. The da’fa'were
analyzed by a computer program into percentage, 'means; stand_a_.rd deviation,
and multiple regressic;n. |

The research results revealed that

1. 474 students ér 79 % off all were democratically reared at a high
level (f =3.64) ; their emotional quotient was also at a high level (jf =3.52)
; their learning habits were at a moderate level (X = 3.39) |

2. ’I‘he two variables whicﬁ had an influence on Ramkhamhaeng
University Dcmbnstration School students” achievement were the students
leaming habits (X,) and the parents’ child rearing (X,). This result was
written in a raw score equation Y = 1.215 +.628 X, -0.052 X, and a

standard score equation Z= 0.603 Z, - 0.068 Z,
