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This research aimed to examine the behaviors relating to public
consciousness of Ramkhamhaeng University’s undergraduate students and to
compare public consciousness behaviors among Ramkhamhaeng students
who had different sex, year of study, original domicile, family condition,
degree of participation in extra-curricular activities and influencers of their
participation in societal benefit activities. The subjects of this study were first
year through fourth year undergraduate students in the first semester of the
academic year 2552 at Ramkhamheang University, Hua Mark, Bangkapi, -
Bangkok, Thailaﬁd. The 440 sampling size was based on Taro Yamane’s
sampling table. Stratified Random Sampling Method was used. Strata were
classified based on year of study. Samples were selected by Accidental Sampling
Method. The instrument for data collection was a questionnaire consisted of
two parts. The first part of the questionnaire included questions relating to
general data of the respondents. The second part listed items related to
behaviors indicating public consciousness in five dimensions namely, (1)

recognition of and attention to public interests, (2) consideration for related
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others in the same community, (3) attention to participation in public matters
that benefit to the nation, (4) recognition of and insistence on morality and
good ethical standards and (5) ashamed to mishap deeds. Rating scale was
employed. The reliability of the questionnaire was .934. Percentage, mean
score, standard deviation, T test, F test and Scheffé’s pair-wise average
method were utilized to analyze the data. .

The findings revealed that the majority of the respondents were female,
Buddhist, and studying in the first to the fourth year of study proportionately.
The majority studied in the Faculty of Law and came from southern provinces
of Thailand. Furthermore, most respondents reported that their parents stayed
together, had never participated in the university’s extra-curricular activities,
and made own decided whether to participate in activities that benefit the
society or not. The undergraduate students at Ramkhamheang University
performed all behavioral dimensions showing public consciousness; i.e. (1)
recognition of and attention to public interests, (2) consideration for related
others in the same community, (3) attention to participation in public matters
that benefit to the nation, (4) recognition of and insistence on morality and
good ethical standards and (5) ashamed to mishap deeds; at moderate level.

The comparison of behaviors demonstrating public consciousness at
0.05 level of significance revealed that Ramkhamheang students who were
in different years of study and had different influencers showed different

overall degree of public conscious behaviors. Those who had different sexes,
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domicile, family statuses and degree of participation in university’s activity
showed similar degree of public conscious behaviors. In the first dimension,
recognition of and attention to public interests, students who had different
sex and different influencer showed different degree of public conscious
behaviors. Students with different year of study, docile, family status and
degree of participation in university’s activity did not show diffe;‘ences in
public conscious behaviors. In the second dimension, consideration for
related others in the same community, students who had different sex, year of
study, domicile, family status, degree of participation in university’s activity
and influencer did not show different degrees of public conscious behaviors.
In the third dimension, attention to participation in public matters that benefit
to the nation, students with different sex, year of study, influencer had
different degree of public conscious behaviors. Students with different
domicile, family status and degree of participation in university’s activity did
not show different degree of public conscious behaviors. In the fourth
dimension, recognition of and insistence on morality and good ethical
standards, students with different sex, year of study, influencer showed
different degree of public conscious behaviors. Students who had different
domicile, family status and degree of participation in university’s activity
showed no differences in degree of public conscious behaviors. In the fifth
dimension, ashamed to mishap deeds; at moderate level, students who had
different sex, year of study, influencer showed different degree of public
conscious behaviors. Students with different domicile, family status, degree
~ of participation in university’s activity showed similar degree in public

conscious behaviors.
