Abstract
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Social Capital have been known as a positive interactions among an individual and social group, many
aspects briefly known as “Bridge-Bond-Tie". It was interested by social scientists, as its positive impacts
towards community building and social problems. Since world’s direction is urbanization, an Internal-External
linkage in the whole urban community become more worst, three main objectives for alleviate such problems
are: (1) finding Social Capital dimension; (2) explore the characteristic of its jeopardy; and (3) the

recommendations of social capital enhancement.

The methodology as a qualitative research wherein the gathered data was validated by an in-depth
interview technique and participant observation technique, from 10 cities. It was found that, (a) the dimension
of Social capital was embedded in many social activities, based on folk wisdom and culture, for instance:
ritual “Poy”(temple’s infrastructure ceremony) in Lamphun, Phayao; “Boon Goong Khaw” (donate paddy
ceremony) in Maha Sarakham; “Tak Bart Pra Rio” (give food for hundred Monks ceremony) in Pathum Thani;
“Tuer Seen Kin Jay” (go vegetation ceremony) in Chumphon, Phang-nga, Phuket; and many capacity
building activities in Amnat Charoen, Phra Nakhon Si Ayutthaya, Bangkok, and Nonthaburi, (b) the transition
to economics modemization via compete market is directly jeopardize Social Capital, (c) citizen
encouragement and active participation, maintain good custom & lesson-leamed, and local government

support, plays the major roles for Social Capital enhancement.

The recommendations from this research is: to looking backward and scrutinize the dimension of Social

Capital embedded in social events, folk customs or local traditions, and try to pursue those activities.
