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This thesis had three objectives: (1) to compile history and analyze the model of the
village names, (2) to study the context and history of Mae Sariang Sub-district, Mae Sariang
District, Mae Hong Son, and (3) to develop a local curriculum on community history with the
participation of the sub-district community, basing on theories of folklore, linguistic structufe,
and Tyler’s curriculum analysis and development as well as the 2008 Basic Education Curriculum
and the draft local curriculum framework developed by the Office of the Education Service Area
1 as the guidelines for the study. In this study, the researcher had complied history of the 9
villages including the community contexts such as the significant places, tradition, ethnicities,
language, and local wisdom in the community. This information was validated by the informants,
local knowledgeable persons, and the community leaders making it more valid, accurate, and
reliable. Regarding the name model in the Mae Sariang Sub-district, it was found that most names
were composed of 2 words — noun and noun. The least found ones were the names composed of 3
words — all of which were noun. The words in a name were related with the latter modifying the
first one making the name more precise in its meaningful. In regard to the local curriculum
development with the community participation, the researcher had done it to suit the educational
needs and objectives. There were 5 modules, namesly, Module 1: History of the 9 villages,
Module 2: Tradition in Mae Sariang Sﬁb-district, Module 3: Ethnicity in the sub-district, Module
4: The community people’s way of life, and Module 5: the languages used in the community.
The newly developed curriculum was tried with the students in Ban Chom Chaeng Mitraphap
No.193 at nursery to Mathayom Suksa 3 levels for a semester and was revised as the draft local
curriculum for Mae Sariang District and also as the model for local curriculum development for

Mae Hong Son Educational Service Area 2.
