This research aimed to study and collect contemporary art at reflection in

Northeast Thai cultures, in terms of media, contents and artistic elements, as source of

data for the future studies. The participants in the research were twenty three artists who

created and displayed for at least five years, contemporary art at reflection in Northeast

Thai cultures in Painting, Sculpture, Graphic Art, and Mixed Media. Two pieces of work

from each artist were chosen to study. That was forty-six pieces all together. The tools of

the study were interview questions about the artists' status and their creativity of

contemporary art works, a tape recording, and photos taking. The data were analyzed by

using a descriptive approach and photos.

The results showed that:

1.

in terms of the artists' status, most artists were between forty-one and fifty years of
age. Most of them were government servants (78.26%), had a bachelor's degree
(43.47%), and graduated in Art Education (30.43%). Their works comprised thirty-nine
paintings, four sculptures, and three pieces of mixed media.

In terms of artists’ creativity, acrylic colors were used in fourteen paintings (30.43%), oil
colors in eleven paintings (23.91%), and water colors in four paintings (8.69%). Most
artists were born in the Northeastern region (91%), the contents, therefore characterized
Isan social and cultures. Most artists did not utilize fixed art components or rules.
Rather, they took account of art category and techniques.

In terms of Isan cultures, twenty-one pieces of art works characterized the Isan way of
life (45.65%). Six pieces featured holy places and religion (13.04%). Four pieces showed
Isan environment while four showed Buddhism (8.69%). Three showed Isan beliefs and
three had mixed contents (6.52%). Two pieces reflected Isan plays and another two

reflected customs and traditions (4.34%).
