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The purpose of the present research was to study Prathomsuksa 111 (grade 3) students’ learning
achievement in social studies, religion and culture based on Constructivism Instructional Model. It was
stipulated that 80% of the students passed the prescribed criterion of 75%.

The study employed the One-Group Pretest-Posttest Design in experimenting with  target group
of 29 grade - 3 students in Ban Umoong School in Chiangkan District, Loei Province during the
second semester of the 2002 academic year. The instruments used for the experiment included a
learning achievement test, a teacher’s diary, -a student-opinion form, a student self-taught behavior
evaluation form and 8 lesson plans. The present researcher followed the synthesized teaching steps
according to Driver and Bell’s & steps of orientation, elicitation, restructuring of ideas, application of
ideas, and review. Collection of data was done by means of conducting a pretest, studying the teacher’s
diary and student-opinion form, the students’ works and a posttest. The collected data were analyzed by
means of using an SPSS Program for Windows version 9.0 for arithmetic mean, percentage and a
t-test.

The findings showed that the organization of learning activities for the Social Studies, Religion
and Culture Substance, by following the Constructivism I[nstructional Model, had enabled the students to
display their self-taught behavior distinctly. They had aptly applied the thinking and group processes
which resulted in their systematic working skills, continuous work achievement according to their
individual differences, leamning retention and application ability. The students’ posttest scores were also
significantly higher than the pretest scores at the .05 level of significance. Furthermore, 86.21% of the

students passed the prescribed 75% passing score which was higher than the prescribed 809%.
