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This thesis investigates (1) the levels of exposure of personal
mformation of selected young people on the Website hiS.COH:l as classified by
demographical characteristics. Also considered are (2) the behaviors and
levels of satisfaction of these young people in using Website hi5.com. Finally,
investigated are (3) the levels of understanding displayed by these young
people in respect to the value of maintaining privacy in the course of utilizing
this website.

The sample population consisted of 400 young people between the ages
of eighteen and twenty-five who resided in Saphan Sung district, Bangkok

Metropolis. All respondents were Thai nationals who had participated in the
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house-to-house census conducted by the Department of Provincial
Administration, the Ministry of Interior in December 2007 in the course of
which it was found that there were 9,332 residents.

Used as an instrument of research was a questionnaire. Data were
analyzed and the hypothesis was tested by means of applications of the
Statistical Package for the Social Sciences (SPSS) program for Windows,
Version 12.0 at the Ramkhamhaeng University Computer Institute.

Findings are as follows: |

1. Most of the young people under study had had their personal
information exposed on Website hi5.com at a moderate level.

2. Differences in demographical characteristics were found to be
correlated with differences in the exposure of personal information on
Website hi5.com. Furthermore, the demographical characteristics of gender,
age, educational level, familial income, type of accommodation, and with
whom respondents lived did not affect levels of exposure of personal
information.

3. Differences in the behaviors of these young people as exhibited in
the course of using Website hi5.com differentially affected the exposure of
their personal information on this website. It was found that the frequency
with which information was updated, the average amount of time consumed in
participating in hi5.com activities, other wcbéites of the same type in which
frequency of visit was second only to hi5.com, parental suggestions pertaining

to activities on hi5.com, and the number of times new friends of the opposite
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gender were met through using the website were found to be correlated at a
statistically significant level with exposures of personal information on
Website hi5.com.

4. Differences in the understanding of the value of maintaining privacy
in the course of using Website hi5.com was found to be correlated with
differences exhibited in the course of exposing personal information on
Website hi5.com. Accordingly, the understanding of why there is value in
maintaining privacy in the course of using Website hi5.com was determined
to be correlated at a statistically significant level with the exposure of personal
information on Webs\ite hi5.com.

5. Differences in the use of Website hi5.com was found to be correlated
with differences in exposing personal information on this website. It was
found that the satisfaction in the aspect of making membership application to
the website and satisfaction in the aspect of being afforded the opportunity to

interact with friends was correlated at a statistically significant level with the

exposure of personal information on the website.
