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ABSTRACT

The objective of this study is to analyze and categorize the contents of the Day
System as used in Pakkhateun Lanna based on 112 manuscripts which are divided into 2
groups. The first group consists of 16 manuscripts. The second group comprises 96
manuscripts.

The study results showed that the contents of Pakkhateun Lanna are made up
of 2 groups, which are Prommachat and Astrology.

The Prommachat group focused on fortune forecasting of people related to
their birth date, including an explanation about their backgrounds, characteristics and
future lives. :

The Astrology group focused on the Day System regarding the beliefs of
Lanna people. This group is divided into 5 sub-groups comprising agricultural days,
habitational days, traveling days, ways of life days, and auspicious and inauspicious days.

The concept of the Lanna Day System reflected Lanna social context, which
are nature-reliance, value and a worldview based on religious belief, rules and
regulations, and learning by experiences and adaptation.
