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This thesis investigates aggressive behaviors of selected Phatthalung
Technical College students. The students considered are investigated by
reference to personal and familial demographical characteristics.

The research population was composed of vocational certificate
students at the first and third grade levels who were enrolled in the first
semester of the academic year 2007 at Phatthalung Technical College under
the supervision of the Vocational Education Commission in Mueang district,
Phatthalung province. The members of the sample population of 400 students
were selected by means of the stratified random sampling method from the

research population of 3,329 students.
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The instrument of research used in this study was a questionnaire
querying respondents on aggressive behaviors. This rating-scale
questionnaire was couched at a level of reliability of 0.928.

The data obtained were analyzed, formulated and tabulated in the form
of percentiles, mean scores and standard deviation. For purposes of testing
the hypothesis posited for this thesis, the techniques of ¢ test, Pearson’s
product moment correlation and one-way analysis of variance (ANOVA) were
utilized.

Findings are as follows:

1. The aggressive behaviors of the Phatthalung Technical College
students under study in regard to the aspects of physical aggression, verbal
aggression and in overall terms are expressed at the lower aggressive level.
However, the relationship between physical aggression and verbal aggression
evinced correlation ( = 0.811) at the statistically significant level of .05.

2. Of the students being investigated, it was found that those who
differed in the demographical characteristics of gender, grade level,
educational field and academic achievement concomitantly differed in levels
of aggression at the statistically significant level of .05.

3. Of these students, it was further found that those who differed in the
demographical characteristics of maternal educational level, maternal
occupation and parental income also differed in levels of aggression at the
statistically significant level of .05. However, those students who differed in

regard to the demographical characteristics of marital status of parents,

paternal educational level, and paternal occupation did not additionally differ

in aggressive behaviors at the statistically significant level of .05.
