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The purposes of this research were to study the appropriated model for teaching
profession practicum according to 5- year education curriculum in 4 issues as following:

1. skills that teacher students should be practiced in educational institutions,

2. appropriated semesters for practicing those skills,

3. supervisors and qualification of supervisors,

4. roles of stakeholders.

Sampiles of this study were divided into 2 groups: the first group considering
skills that teacher students should be practiced was 110 people from faculty of
education, directors of educational institutions, supervisors, mentors and students who
practiced in the previous semester. The second group considering appropriated
semesters for practicing those skills, supervisors and qualification of supervisors, and
roles of stakeholders was 61 people from administrators of educational institutions,
supervisors and mentors. The instruments were 2 questionnaires: the questionnaire
asking for skills that teacher students should be practiced during practicum, and the
questionnaires asking for appropriated semesters for practicing each skill, supervisors
and qualification of supervisors and roles of stakeholders. Two specialists examined the
content validity and language appropriation. Data were from' coming back letters and
seminar. Data were analyzed by content analysis, frequency and percentage. The

results of this study were:
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teacher students should be practiced in 30 skills which composed of 18
teaching skills and 12 skills concerning basic jobs' of teachers except
teaching skill,
teacher students should be practiced all 18 teaching skills in the first
semester, on the other hand, 17 skills in the second semester. For the skills
concerning basic jobs of teachers except teaching skill, teacher students
should be practiced all 12 skills in the first semester and 9 skills in the
second semester.
supervisors and mentors should supervise almost all teaching skills.
Supervisors must be skillful in supervising and appreciated in each sub skill.
For the skills concerning basic jobs of teachers except teaching skill, the
administrators of educational institutions, supervisors and mentors should
supervise and the supervisors should be a good exemplar in each skill and
knowing well in each sub skill.
there were several stakeholders accompanying in the practicum such as
faculty of education, supervisors, administrators of educational institutions,
teachers in educational institutions, mentors and local administrative
organizations. The roles of each stakeholder were as following:
Roles of faculty of education were:

(1) cooperating with educational institutions,

(2) conducting seminar for supervisors and mentors,

(3) conducting seminar for teacher students during practicum.
Roles of supervisors were:

(1) cooperating with faculty of education, educational institutions and

mentors,
(2) advising teaching planning, lesson plans, activities and
measurement and evaluation of learner learning for teacher students,
(3) examining and correcting lesson plans,

(4) observing student's teaching,

(5) listening opinions from mentors and students for solving problems
and obstacles that taken place,
{6) guiding students to conduct classroom research,
(7) summarizing the result of practicing teaching profession with other
companies.
Roles of administrators of educational institutions were:
(1) setting system of conference or seminar in institutional level,
(2) taking care and assigning the head of learning substance to be
responsible students,
(3) consulting, controlling and taking care of students during practicum,
(4) facilitating in general.
Roles of teachers in educational institutions were:
(1) being a good exemplar in working,
(2) giving advise, taking care and checking the performance and
behaviors of students,
(3) accepting teacher students as a teacher.
Roles of mentors were:
(1) cooperating with faculty of education, educational institutions and
supervisors,
(2) guiding and advising about teaching,
(3) examining and correcting lesson plans,
(4) giving opportunity for students to observe oneself teaching,
(5) observing student’s teaching,
(6) listening opinions of supervisors and students for solving problems
and obstacles that taken place,
(7) guiding students to conduct classroom research,
(8) summarizing the result of practicing teaching profession with other
companies.
Roles of local administrative organizations were:
(1) supporting learning resources,
(2) providing specialists to give extra knowledge,
(3) supporting budgets for students to develop project on learner or

community development,
