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This thesis investigates the development of Thai politics, political
concepts, and political philosophy, as well as the political concepts used in the
literature under study in this investigation.

Findings are as follows:

After the revolution in 1932 in which the political administration of the
Kingdom of Thailand (Thailand) was changed from that of an absolute
monarchy to that of a western-style democracy, a long and arduous step-by-
step path unfolded for the development of politics in Thailand.

The researcher is convinced,
however, that the writer presents an impartial per_spective on the political
history of the period covered in the novel.
