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In this thesié entitled “Politics and Policies of Thai Political Parties: A
Case Study of the People’s Power Party in the 2007 Election,” the researcher
investigates the determination of policies and problems in and obstacles to
their implementation. Analyzed also are the policies of the People’s Power
Party (PPP) as used in the political administration of the country.

Findings are as follows:

The policies of the PPP could be applied to the political administration

of the country. They benefited the majority of the members of the general
public in the country. They helped solve the problems of the country in an

éffcctive manner.

Although earlier policies were unchanged, new problelﬁs required new
policies. This led to the formulation of the ten-aspect policy program. These
aspects pertained to politics and government; the economy and finance;
society; education; public health; agriculture; industry; technology and the
environment; communications and transportation; foreign affairs; and welfare
and labor.

However, the implementation of the ten-aspect policy program
encountered problems and obstacles. These included economic problems
stemming from the crisis in the world economy; difficulties in developing
sufficiently harmonious conditions to be able to overcome national political
crises leading to the destruction of the PPP; and the continuation of old
policies, etc.

On the other hand, analysis shows that there were beneficial policies.
These policies pertained to the issue of drugs; village funds; the one tambon
one product system; a uniform payment of thirty baht for all medical

treatment; legalizing the lotto; and offering solutions to the problem of

poverty.
