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In this thesis, the researcher investigates (1) the creative thinking of
selected pre-school children; (2) parental child rearing styles used in rearing
these pre-school children; and (3) the relationship between child rcariﬁg styles
and creative thinking as evinced by the children under study.

The sample population consisted of 48 Kindergarten Two students at
Municipal School 4, Sri Bua Ban Temple in addition to-student caretakers.
The instruments of research were a questionnaire and a creative thinking test.

Techniques of descriptive statistics used in the analysis of the data
collected were percentage, mean and standard deviation. Additionally, the
researcher used the techniques of cross tabulation and chi-square in order to

determine correlations.
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Findings are as follows:

1. Most of the students under study evinced creative thinking at a low
level.

2. Most parents and caretakers conducted child rearing in the
authoritative style and in the permissive style at a high level. The authoritarian
style of child rearing was found to obtain at a moderatealevcl.

3. Child rearing in the authoritative style and the permissive style was
not found to be correlated with creative thinking on the part of the pre-school
children under study. However, the authoritarian style of child rearing was
determined to be correlated with creative thiﬁking on the part of the pre-
school children being investigated at the statisticallj significant level of .05.

4. The researcher would like to make policy suggestions in the present
connection as follows:

The Ministry of Public Health should adopt a policy to provide
appropriate information to parents and caretakers regarding child rearing of
pre-school children. Pertinent curricula should also be constructed. Schools,
parents, and the Ministry of Education should encourage teachers and
caretakers in schools to stimulate creative thinking in children in order to

actualize whatever potentialities they have.
