This research is to study the characteristic of the Lanna Vinaya Pakaranavisesa
scriptures. There are ten sclected scriptures in this study. The purpose of the study is
to study the characteristic of the texts and to study the writing styles of the scripture.
There are 5 chapters in this research : chapter one -- introduction ; chapter two --
meaning, significance, the objectives of Vinaya, Vinaya rules and Vinaya study ;
chapter three -- the history of Buddhism dissemination in Lanna, the conflict and the
governing of Lanna Shangha, study and the writing of Buddhist scriptures in Lanna ;
chapter four -- the causes of the writing of Lanna Vinaya Pakaranavisesa, the scripture
study on their characteristic, text and writing style of the ten scriptures : Vinaya,
Khong Bhikkhu Samanera Vinaya, Dokdua Vinaya, Thang Ha Vinaya, Pon Vinaya,
Pitaka Vinaya, Rom Vinaya, Vibhakasutta Vinaya, Song Vinaya and Sangkhaha
Vinaya ; chapter five -- conclusion and suggestions.

The results of the study are : there are no author and date in ten scriptures.
However, there are transcribers and transcribed dates. The naming of the scriptures
was related to their texts. The texts were differentiated according to the author’s
purpose. The author selected and expounded signifucant Vinaya rules and also stress
on Pali pronunciation and correctness of formal ceremonies performed by a chapter of

monks. Some Vinaya expounding do not agree with the Canon Vinayapitaka. In the

Lanna Vinaya Pakaranavisesa scripture, there are other subjects complied from
various scriptures. The authors selected significant Vinaya rules to expound, then
reverences, compared and added their own ideas, important events and conditions of

monk society of that period into the scriptures.
