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Abstract
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The purposes of a study on potential of students in The Demonstration School of Khon Kacn
University are as follow;

1) To study the potential of knowledge ability, skills and three necessary basic characteristic
to be a part of society which are; basic skifls on future learning, basic skills on working and basic
skills on living in society.

2) To study their potential on their knowledge ability, skills and basic characteristic in 3
aspects focusing on sex, age, learning achievement and status of child rearing.

3) To study the correlation between age and learning achievernent, and status of child rearing
and the potential of students in the Demonstration School of Khon Kaer University. The objects of this
study were 337 students who graduated from this school in 2001. There were studying in the first
semester of their 7" grade of thz educational year of class of 2002, There were two types of tools using
in collecting data. The first one was the potential test on elementary level from the Nepartment ot
Education. It contained the questions on 3 aspects of students’ potential, which were; 1. basic skills on
future tearning which tested their learning skills, thinking skills and communication skills, 2. basic
skills on working which tested their organizing skills, cooperation skills, diligence, patience, money
saving and well spending, 3. The basic skilis on living with others which tested self-control,
responsibility, self- discipline, helpfulness, sacrifice, and determination. The data was analyzed by
using mean and standard diviation. The second one was the test on the status of child rearing. This test
has phrases showing the behavior of the parents or whoever brought them up or took care of them. [t was
divided into 3 parts; the status of being brought up in democratic way, the status of rejection way and
the status of strict way of rearing. The data was analyzed by using mean and standard diviation and
refationship between age and leaming achievement, status of child rearing and students’ potential by
using Person Product Moment Correlation Coefficient.

The findings of this study were;

1. The general potential analyzed in 3 main aspects; the future learning ranked the highest,
followed by the working basic skills and skills in living with others in society. When analyzed the 9
minor sectors; learning skills came the first, followed by communication skills, patience, diligence,
saving and wise spending, responsibility, self-discipline, management, cooperatien skills, self-control,

thinking method, caring, sacrifice and determination on develepment.
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2. Analyzed by gender, the petential of female students were better than male students’ in all
sections. When analyzed in 3 main aspects;, the highest potential for both gender was the future
learning skills, followed by working skills and socializing skills.

3. Analyzed by age; the petential of students age between 12.8 — 13.1 year of age ranked
higher than those of 12.2 - 12.7 year of age. When analyzed in 3 main aspects; the potential of
future learning ranked the highest for both groups, followed by basic working skills and socializing
skilis.

4. Analyzed by leaming achievement; those who had higher learning achievement had more
potential than those of medium and low leamning achievement. When analyzed in 3 main aspects; future
learning skills came first for those of the lowest learning achievement group, followed by socializing
skills and working skills. But for medium and high leaming achievement group, future learning skills

came first, fellowed by working skills and socializing skills.

5. Analyzed by status of child rearing; those who brought up in democratic way had higher
potential than those of rejection way and those of sirict way. When analyzed of 3 main aspects; future
learning skills ranked highest, followed by working skills and socializing skills for ail groups.

6. Relation of age, leaming achievement and status of child rearing; learning achievement
related clearly 1o students” potential on statistics but age and status of child rearing did not show any
clear relation on students’ potential on statistics. For status of child rearing; when analyzed in 3 main

aspects; those who brought up in democraric way related positive but those of rejection way related

negative to students’ potential on statistic.
