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In this thesis, the researcher investigates (1) the relationship between
Buddhistic child rearing and grateful behaviors of adolescents. Additionally
considered is (2) the relationship between Buddhistic attributes of parents and
grateful behaviors of adolescents. Finally, studied is (3) the relationship
between Buddhistic attributes of parents and Buddhistic child rearing.

The sample population in this research consisted of two gfoups: the
first group consisted of 275 adolescents between the ages of twelve and
fifteen who were making merit at Pa Charoenrat Temple. The second group
consisted of 275 pafents of adolescents from the same families.

The instruments of research were as follows: a questionnaire designed

to elicit data concerning the demographical characteristics of the adolescents
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and parents; a form used to measure the degree of Buddhistic child rearing; a
form used to measure the Buddhistic attributes of parents; and a form used to
measure grateful behaviors on the part of the adolescents.

Techniques of descriptive statistics used in the analysis of the data
collected were percentage, mean and standard deviation. Hypothesis testing
was conducted by means of Pearson’s product moment correlation coefficient
technique.

Findings are as follows:

Being reared in a Buddhistic fashion was found to be positively
correlated with grateful behaviors at the statistically significant level of
p<0.01.

Buddhistic attributes of parents were also ascertained to be positively
correlated with grateful behaviors at the statistically significant level of
p <0.01.

Finally, it was additionally determined that the Buddhistic attributes of
parents were positively correlated with Buddhistic child rearing at the

statistically significant level of p <0.01.
