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This thesis investigates discipline behaviors evinced by Level 2
students in schools under the supervision of the Office of the Private
Education Commission in Samut Prakarn Educational Service Area Office 2.
Additionally, compared are discipline behaviors of the students under study
who differ in demographical characteristics.

The sample population consisted of 350 students. The instrument of
research was a questionnaire pertaining to discipline behaviors couched at the
reliability level of 0.99.

Using techniques of descriptive statistics, the researcher analyzed the
data collected in terms of percentage, mean and standard deviation. The
technique of one-way analysis of variance (ANOVA) was also employed for
testing purposes. |

Findings are as follows:

1. The students under study evinced discipline behaviors overall at a
high level. These students also evinced discipline behaviors at a high level in
regard to the aspects of dress, falling into line, walking in line, assuming
responsibilities, displaying good manners, and behaviors.

2. Students who differed in levels of study exhibited concomitant
differences in discipline behaviors overall and in all aspects at the statistically
significant level of .05.

3. Students who differed in academic achievement expressed
corresponding differences in discipline behaviors overall and in each aspect at
a statistically significant level of .05.

4. Students whose parents differed in occupation evinced parallel
differences in discipline behaviors overall and in the aspects of dress and
assuming responsibilities at the statistically significant level of .05. There

were no differences found in regard to the other aspects.
