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In this study of The Role of the Election Commission in the
Management of Cases of Violation of the Election Law by Candidates for the
House of Representatives, the researcher found that the Election Commission
managed these cases as authorized by the Constitution of the Kingdom of
Thailand B.E. 2540 (1997) and the Organic Law Governing the Election
Commission, B.E. 2541 (1998).

This management was done in the following manner:

(1) There was no announcement to certify the election results, but there
was still no revocation of the right of candidates to participate in elections and
~ anew election was called. This process is called giving out a “yellow card.”

(2) There was no announcement to certify the election results, but there
was a revocation of the right of candidates to participate in electidns and a
new election was called. This process is called giving out a “red card.”

(3) Objections were voiced when the Election Commission announced
the election results in an eiection district where voters, candidates, political
parties with members who were candidates or political parties with candidates
belonging to the party list saw that the election was not fair or just. The
voters, candidates, or political parties filed petitions of objections to the

election in order to have a new election.
