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The purpose of this study is to examine cohesion in Khawsaw,a kind of Northern
Thai literature. The six types of cohesion devices in Khawsaw are reference, substitution,
ellipsis, repetition, lexical cohesion and conjunction cohesion.

Two types of reference found are personal pronouns and nouns used as pronouns
such as kinskip terms, title terms, and pen name terms.

One type of substitution is demonstrative substitution.

Two types of ellipsis are found : nominal ellipsis and verbal ellipsis.

Two types of repetition are found : repettition of words and phrases such as
nominal repetition, verbal repetition and repetition of structure.

Three types of lexical cohesion are found : synonymy, antonymy and hyponymy.

Thirteen types of conjunction are found, i.e., causal relation, relation of result,
comparative relation, contrastive relation, concessive relation, conditional relation,
enumerative relation, temporal relation, relation of word depiction, interpretative relation,
partiality relation, additive relation and uncertain relation.
