The purpose of this study was to study school based curriculum development
problem and obstacle in school based curriculum development of Social Studies,
Religion and Culture based on Basic Education Curriculum, B.E. 2544 of Pilot and
Network Schools of The Department of General Education in Roi-et Province in the
following issued: 1) management and problem of management of school based
carriculum development, 2) implementation and obstacle of school based curriculum.
The research was divided into two steps: Step 1 was survey research of one Pilot and
IT Network Schools of The Department of General Education in Rot-et Province.
Population and sample of research were 155 subcommittee of school based
curriculum development of Social Studies, Religion and Culture. Data were collected
with the questionnaires constructed by the researcher Data were analyzed by using
cornputer program SPSS for WINDOWS to calculate Frequency, Percentage, Mean,
and Standard Deviation, Step 2 was case study in a pilot school. Data were collected
v} questionnaires, observation, interview, focus group discussion, and documentary
study. Data were investigate reliability by triangulation, and Induction Conclusion.

For the research finding of Step 1, found That : 1) The state of school based
curriculum development of Social Studies, Religion and Culture in the overall was in
“H:gh” level. The problem and obstacle of school based curriculum development. the
overall included problem in “Moderate” level, The highest of problem was learning
un : devejopment, and determination of vision, mission, objective and desirable ethic,
2) Stawe of school based curriculum implementation of Social Studies, Religion and
Culture the overall was in “High” level. The highest level were learning media

development and personnel development respectively, for the problem and obstacle in

school based curriculum implementation, the overall was in “ Moderate” level. The
highest levels of problem were curriculum publicity and development of material,
media, building and site respectively.

For the research findings of Step 2 from case study, found that school
developed curriculum based on Academic Department Guideline strictly. The
administrator and teacher agreed in development and implementation school
curriculum, course description, learning unit, lesson plan, and determination of
measurement and evaluation were constructed and implementation since the first
semester, 2002 academic year. For learning time structure of Social Studies, Religion,
and Culture were 120 hours a year for each grade. According to the results of
curriculum implementation, found that teachers lacked of confidence and faced with
problem of preparation the material, media, implementation measurement and

evaluation.
