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In this thesis, the researcher investigates (1) the opinions of selected
Bangkok Metropolis readers toward the presentation of political news in daily
newspapers. In addition, also investigated are (2) the exposure behaviors of
these readers of political news and (3) the presentation of political news in
these newspapers.

The researcher studied the opinions of the readers under study in regard
to the presentation of political news in three daily newspapers, viz., Thai Rat,

Daily News, and Khao Sot.
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Using the random sampling method by means of an extrapolation from
the Yamane table of 1973, the researcher selected a sample population of
400 daily newspaper readers in Bangkok Metropolis at a confidence level of
95 percent with a corresponding margin of error of 5 percent. The data were
collected from February to March 2009.

Findings are as follows:

1. The researcher found that of those who were educated at the bachelor’s
degree level, more males than females were readers of daily newspapers.
Furthermore, most members of the sample population were employees of
private companies.

2. In regard to the exposure behaviors of the newspaper readers under
investigation, it was found that most of the subjects spent sixteen to thirty
minutes reading newspapcrs.and they read only headlines and sub-headlines.

3. In respect to the presentation of political news, it was found that
readers concluded that political news enabled them to know about changes
and developments in the Thai political system, especially when news was
presented in an in-depth manner and to the point.

4. Concerning the opinions of these readers toward the presentation of
political news in Thai Rat, the readers concurred at the highest level that its
headlines were vicious, biting, and inciting. In regard to the Daily News,

they agreed at a high level that its gossip columns provided probing in-depth

information. In respect to Khao Sot, it was found that at a moderate level these
readers were of the opinion that in-depth and to-the-point political news scoops

provided accurate and trustworthy information.
