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This research investigation of “The Decision to Rent Apartments in the
BTS Skytrain Station Area” is concerned with the relationships between
demographical characteristics and finding accommodations near Bangkok
Transit System (BTS) Skytrain stations. Of particular concern were the size of
rooms and the amount of rent.

The investigation was carried out as survey research with data being
collected on the basis of a questionnaire. The sample population consisted of
400 subjects who worked, resided or studied and rented apartments in the BTS
Skytrain station areas of Asoke and Siam Square. Data collected were
analyzed through applications of the Statistical Package for Social Sciences

(SPSS) computer program.
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Findings are as follows:

The first priority is a nearby minimart. Next, in descending order, are
nearby restaurants and laundry. In regard to facilities, the first priority is a key
card. Next, in descending order, are cable TV and an Internet connection. The
factor affecting the selection of apartments at the highest level is safety. Next,
in descending order, is nearness to a BTS Skytrain station.

In the course of analyzing demographical factors which influence the
selection of apartments, the researcher found that the factors related to the
selection of accommodation near BTS Skytrain stations were occupation,
income, and marital status. Demographical factors which were found to be
correlated with the selection of room size were age, occupation, income, and
marital status. The demographical factors which were determined to be
correlated with the selection of an appropriate room rent were age, occupation,

income, and domicile.
