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In this thesis, the researcher applies factor analysis to factors influencing
the public consciousness of students in the Ramkhamhaeng University Student
Organization (RUSO).

The sample population for this investigation consisted of 300 student
members of the RUSO. As an instrument of research, the researcher utilized a
five-rating scale questionnaire to collect data. Data were subsequently analyzed
by applications of factor analysis statistical techniques. The hypothesis
postulated for this investigation was that “There is more than one factor
determinaﬁve of the public consciousness of students in the RUSO.”

Findings are as follows:

In conducting the factor analysis of the public consciousness of tﬁe
selected members of RUSO, the researcher conducted factor extraction by means
of the method of principal component extraction in conjunction with oﬁhogonai
rotation using the method of varimax orthogonal rotation. Subsequently nine
factors governing public consciousness were found. These nine factors are
ranked in descending order as follows: having a shared vision when becoming
aware of problems; love, generosity, and unity; participation in social activities;
public responsibility; paying respect and honor to others; having work standards;
having a network for continuous communilcation and cooperation; engaging in
social inte_raction; and having knowledge and the ability to search for knowledge,

respectively.
