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This thesis investigates the decision to take out personal accident
insurance.

Primary data were collected from 400 copies of a questionnaire
distributed to members of the sample population in Bangkok Metropolis.

This study of the relationships of factors determining the decision to
take out personal accident insurance made use of logistic regression analysis.
Relevant secondary data were used for analyzing the patterns of insurance, the
types of insurance, the benei:xts from taking out insurance, and the
promotional activities of the insurance business. The data were collected from
the Internet using the Websites of the Office of the Committee to Control and
Promote the Insurance Busiﬁess and the Royal Thai Police, as well as from

other relevant research investigations.
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Findings are as follows:

The demographical characteristics of occupation and income had an
influence on the decision to take out personal accident insurance. It was
determined that occupation was inversely correlated with the decision to take
out personal accident insurance. However, it was also determined that income
was positively correlated with the decision to take out personal accident
insurance.

Furthermore, finally, the demographical characteristics of age, marital
status, and the number of family members of the subjects in the sample
population bore no influence on the decision to take out personal accident

insurance.
