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In this thesis, the researcher investigates the relationship between the
roles of parents and self-esteem and self-discipline behaviors of selected
students in middle childhood domiciled in Bang Kapi district, Bangkok
Metropolis. Compared als_o are differences in self-esteem and self-discipline
Behaviors of the students under study with differences in the roles played by
parents. Finally, the researcher also studied the relationships between self-
esteem and self-discipline behaviors of these students.

The sample population consisted of 375 male and female students in -

middle childhood studying at the Prathom Sucksa 4-6 levels in the second
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semester of the academic year 2009 at schools in Bang Kapi district, Bangkok
Metropolis.

As an instrument of research used to collect data, the researcher
utilized a quadripartite questionnaire. The four parts pertained to
demographical characteristics; the role of parents; self-esteem; and self-
discipline behaviors of the students under study.

Using techniques of descriptive statistics, the researcher analyzed the
data collected in terms of percentage, mean and standard deviation. T-test and
Pearson’s product moment correlation coefficient were also used in
determining whether the results obtained Were statistically significant at the
level of .05.

Findings are as follows:

1. The students under study were receptive to the role of parents at a
high level. They manifested self-esteem at a moderate level. They exhibited
self-discipline behaviors at a moderate level.

2. Of the students under study whose fathers displayed differences in
role, they failed to exhibit concomitant differences in self-esteem levels.

3. Of the students under study whose mothers exhibited differences in
role, they did display corresponding differences in self-esteem at the
statistically significant level of .05.

4. Of these students, those whose parents differed in role, differences
were additionally found in self-discipline behaviors at the statistically |

significant level of .05.

5. The researcher also determined that self-esteem as evinced by these
students was positively correlated with self-discipline behaviors at the

statistically significant level of .05 with a correlation coefficient of 0.104.
